David Harsh is a native Washingtonian who is committed to glorifying God with his
music. He began his serious musical study in college, where he learned to sing
classically in six languages. However, David soon discovered a desire to proclaim
God's truth in his native language, and began writing his own music. He studied
acoustic guitar with a private instructor during college, and is now in his fifth year of
full-time music ministry.

Since college, David has gone on to study with some of the greatest acoustic
guitarists in the world, including Alex De Grassi, Tony McManus, and Pierre
Bensusan. He has won regional and national competitions for his guitar playing and
songwriting. Known for his creative excellence, David incorporates a variety of
innovative techniques on the guitar including two-hand tapping, looping, and even
one song where he plays 2 guitars at the same time (one with his feet.) His
Christian lyrics are a testimony of his journey, capturing in music a vivid description
of how God has worked in his life.

David has shared his music with thousands of people at churches, conferences,
camps and festivals across the country.
