Although 
this is only for one 
song which is 
called “Four 
Limbs”, where 
David plays two 
guitars at the same 
time (see photo at 
left), David does a 
variety of other 
things with the 
guitar.  He uses 
the “touch style” 

which involves placing both of his hands on the 
neck of the guitar, while he creates percussion 
sounds on multiple surfaces of the instrument.  
David also uses a loop station pedal which 
allows him to layer multiple tracks in a live 
setting.  David’s development of the guitar is an 
ongoing adventure.  It is definitely something 
you have to see and hear in concert!
